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Before you spend time with the Police on a Ride or Walk-Along,  you must read this notice carefully.

On the day of participation, you will be asked to read and understand the below conditions and agree to be bound by them.
BY ITS VERY NATURE, POLICE WORK CAN BE BOTH DANGEROUS AND STRESSFUL. YOU MAY BE EXPOSED TO VIOLENCE OR WITNESS INCIDENTS THAT ARE SHOCKING OR DISTRESSING. WHILST EVERY EFFORT WILL BE MADE NOT TO ATTEND THESE CALLS, WE CANNOT GUARANTEE SPONTANEOUSLY THAT YOU WON’T BE EXPOSED TO THESE TYPE OF SITUATIONS.
PLEASE READ THIS NOTICE CAREFULLY AND DECIDE IF YOU STILL WISH TO ACCOMPANY THE OFFICER.



· Prior to attending your ride or walk-along, you must give permission for checks to be made against the police databases, to check eligibility for the Scheme. Previous convictions will not automatically stop you attending, but will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
· On the day of the ride or walk-along, you must bring with you a form of photo identification.
· Police have statutory powers to enter private premises without the authority of the occupier in certain circumstances. This power does not extend to lay-civilians accompanying them. If you enter private premises without the authority of the occupier, or fail to leave when asked by the occupier, you may become a trespasser.
· You may place yourself in the position of being called as a witness to a particular incident either by the defense or the prosecution.
· No notes, photographs, tape recordings and so on, may be taken without prior agreement of the Metropolitan Police Service. In certain circumstances, police have a duty to inform the Crown Prosecution Service of the existence of such material and you could be required to provide copies of it to the police.
· When attending operational incidents, please follow the instructions of your Host officer. If you are directed to a place of safety, you must comply with instructions.
· You must comply with all instructions given by the Host Officer. You should consider the adequacy of your own accident, life or health insurance cover, as in the event of any injury occurring, you will not be able to rely on receiving compensation from the Metropolitan Police Service and will have to depend on your own resources.
· Be aware that you may, due to being close to operational activity, be recorded on body-worn video by the hosting officers, acting in the course of their duties
· You must wear appropriate clothing and footwear suitable to the tasks you are observing. You will be given a tabard which states ‘Observer’ and this must be worn at all times outside of the police station. 
· Be prepared to walk long distances or be on your feet for extended periods of time. 
· You must have the means to make your own way home - i.e have an oyster card or cash – if the Host Officer has to terminate the ride or walk-along prematurely and will not be able to take you back to police station/meeting point.
· You must agree a communication strategy with the host Officer and if available provide them with your mobile telephone number in the case of an emergency or becoming separated.
